	 Why Youth Ministry?  Each minis-
try in the church is uniquely spe-
cial. I would never say that Youth 
Ministry is more important than 
any other ministry in the church.  
But I do have a strong calling towards Youth Ministry 
and I think you should too!  Teenagers are a demo-
graphic that are often put on the back burner in by 
many people. Phrases like “they are the future” 
and “tomorrow’s leaders” are well intended, but 
imply that a teenager’s calling will come in 10 years 
or more.  Instead, I believe that teenagers can be 
and often are today’s leaders and trend setters.
	 People get saved when they are young. As a 
matter of fact, 95% of Christians accept Christ 
before the age of 21. Over one third of America’s 
population is under the age of 24. Unfortunately, 
even though youth are receptive to receiving the 
gospel, there has been no increase to students 
coming to Christ recently. One third of teenagers 
claim to be born-again Christians, a statistic that 
hasn’t changed in many years.
	 According to the National Center for Youth 
Ministry in Louisville, Kentucky, revivals often begin 
in the youth culture. “According to Bennet Tyler, 15 
of the 25 early US revivals were principally youth 
initiated. In light of the global youth prayer and 
abstinence movements, revival fires may be burn-
ing today.” This can be coupled with the fact that 
families with teenagers will stay in a church with an 
active, healthy Youth Ministry.
	 Youth Ministry is vital to the Kingdom of God and 
is vital to Northside. We covet your prayers and sup-
port as we continue to expand the Kingdom 
through our students.
